RULE OF LIFE 
 I am not one who is 
big on rules.  I will follow 
them if I like them and if I 
think they apply but there 

are just some rules that are tough to follow.  
Church rules seem to me at times to limit people’s 
involvement, too create very thick boundaries that 
are hard for people to navigate.  Sometimes, our 
rules stifle involvement, judge people before we 
know who they are, and keep people from having 
full relationship with Jesus.   
 So maybe I need to rephrase what I said 
above…rules are necessary for us to live together 
in harmony but not all actually do just that.  I try to 
follow the rules that I, by ordination, said I would 
follow.  Yet there are times, for pastoral reasons, 
we just need to love the person and not worry 
about rules. 
 So why all this talk about rules?  Well, I do not 
think I am alone in being frustrated with rules…not 
just rules in society but rules that church may have 
or school or wherever.  Sometimes we just do not 
understand why it is we have to follow what 
someone else thinks is good for us when we know 
that it is not.  It is hard, especially for Gen X’ers, to 
be told how we ought to live our lives and have 
someone else create rules on our behalf. 
 Rules could also be thought of as laws.  I 
think laws are helpful.  Murder is wrong and 
there ought to be laws against it.  I think 
speed limits are helpful as it keeps us safe 
around corners, in school zones, and on the 
highways.  Of course, here is prime example 
of one of those laws that I do not follow all the 
time.  I know I should obey the speed limit but 
my actions do not always live up to that. 
 During this Season of Lent, you might 
want to think about laws or rules for your life.  
Have you ever said to yourself, “I know it is 
important for me to pray” yet you don’t.  Or, “I 
need to go to church more often,” but when 
Sunday morning rolls around it feels so good 
to sleep in.  Or, “I need to read and study my 
Bible more,” yet you cannot even find a Bible 
to read….it is somewhere on that shelf in the 
house. 

 So, you might consider creating some 
rules that you can try to live by in order to help 
you deepen your faith and your relationship 
with God.  Think about what you want to 
accomplish and then some way that might be 
done, then write down what you are going to 
do.  Be specific, like: “I am going to wake up 
15 minutes early Monday thru Friday, and 
read the Gospels starting with Matthew, then 
Mark, then Luke, then John, reading as much 
as I can during that time.”  That is a rule!  A 
Rule of Life! 
 Maybe, you need to exercise more, eat 
more well-rounded meals, stop smoking, pray 
more, attend worship more often, tell my 
spouse I love him or her, tell my kids I love 
them, sit down to dinner more often, or get 
more sleep.  Whatever it is you need create a 
rule for your life around it and try to live into 
that Rule of Life during this Season of Lent. 
  Many people try to give something up 
during Lent, but I want to encourage you to do 
that and to also add something to your life as 
well.  Give something up that you want to give 
up permanently not just for the forty days of 
Lent.  Add something to your life that you 
want to permanently add. 
 It takes us a few weeks to create a habit 
and takes us three times longer to break it.  
So use this Lent to create rules that will help 
be who God has created you to be. 
 So here are a few of my rules for my life: 
W Do not eat after 8pm. 
W Spend 15 minutes in the morning, 

everyday, in quiet…use this time for 
prayer and meditation. 

W Read an hour a day. 
W Exercise daily. 
W Seek God’s joy in all things and give God 

the glory. 
W Get out of the way of God’s plan. 
 May you have a blessed and holy Lent!  
And, may your Rule of Life help you become 
who God has called you to be.
