 Saint Aidan’s is a church that reaches out 
to the Cy-Fair Community.  We are integrally 
involved with many different things here in this 
area and beyond.  One of the ways that we 
reach out is by offering our buildings to be 
used by community organizations.  If you 
have driven by the church and seen cars in 
our lot, it is because there are people here 
using our facilities.  I wanted to take this 
opportunity to highlight some of those. 
CELEBRATION LUTHERAN CHURCH:  Celebration 
Lutheran Church leases our old temporary 
buildings across from our church.  They have 
been there about two years and this helps 
them have offices and meeting space that is 
affordable.  We use the funds to pay for our 
buildings. 
CYPRESS DRIVING SCHOOL:  The driving school 
leases space here most evenings and on 
Saturday mornings.  They teach teenagers 
how to drive and do the in car training with 
them as well.  You will see the youth in the 
meeting room and behind the wheel in our 
parking lot learning how to parallel park.  We 
use the funds from the driving school to help 
pay for our buildings.  
BOY SCOUTS:  We are the charter organization 
for a Boy Scout Troop.  They meet in our 
facilities for their weekly meetings and 
trainings, and they use our church for Court of 
Honor. 
GIRL SCOUTS:  We have four different girl 
scout groups that meet at our church 
throughout the week. 
NARCOTICS ANONYMOUS:  NA meets on 
Monday nights and is open to the community.
