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 In Robertôs Rules of Order a 

resolution has as many 

statements it takes to state a case 

before the final ñtherefore be it 

resolvedò is stated as to what 

you want the outcome to be.  I 

find this interesting.  Do we do this when we put 

together our New Yearôs resolutions?  Do we 

make the case to ourselves as why we need to 

lose weight, drink less, stop smoking, read more, 

drive slower, pray more often?  I know I donôt.  I 

just say to myself I need to do something and I 

am going to start off the year trying to get it 

done. 

 Since most people give up on their 

resolutions three to six into the New Year, maybe 

we need to take this more seriously.  The things 

we are trying to accomplish are important and 

necessary to our health so we ought to take on 

this yearly endeavor with a little more passion 

about it.
